Over the years the parish has purchased a large 
number of pyxes for use by individuals delegated to 
bring communion to the sick. They are sacred vessels 
that belong to the church. Unless you are presently 
delegated to bring communion to a specific person or 
persons, please return your pyx to the sacristy. 

 
You will recall that last October, Pope Francis 
convened the first of two Synods to address 
Families within the context of the modern world. 
Its purpose was to explore marriage and families 
within different social contexts. He encouraged the 
delegates to speak frankly and was present at all 
sessions listening intently. A good deal of 
controversy was generated by those wishing to 
maintain the Catholic tradition in its entirety and 
those seeking ways to minister not only to 
traditional families but to the divorced and 
remarried as well as to same sex marriages 
insofar as some of the latter are raising children. 
Some participants insisted that by ministering to 
people in irregular marriages the teaching on 
indissolubility would be compromised. A number 
of propositions were considered and in the end 
the Pope decided to publish the entire list 
including the most controversial ones which only 
received a majority rather than a two thirds vote. 
 
After his historic trip to Cuba and the United 
States this past week, including his participation in 
an international congress on the family in 
Philadelphia, Francis returns to the Vatican to 
embark on the Second Synod on Marriage and 
Family which convenes in October for three 
weeks. There will be more bishops present this 
year, most of whom have been elected within their 
own national conferences of bishops. Some 7 
bishops from the US will participate including 
three appointed by Francis himself. 
 
Please pray for the Pope and the participating 
bishops that they will be guided by the Holy Spirit 
to make decisions that will be in the best interest 
of ministering more effectively to all families. The 
pope seems to be insistent on placing persons 
ahead of ideas since he believes Godôs mercy and 
love demands it. There are others who are equally 
insistent on not changing anything.
