How many times do we notice that although we 
love The Lord and are grateful to him for the gift 
of salvation, we find it really challenging to follow 
his teachings and commandments. Today’s 
Gospel presented just such challenges. He tells 
us clearly that his Father is glorified when we 
bear much fruit and become his disciples. Just as 
branches always bear fruit when they remain a 
part of the tree, so too we will be fruitful if we 
remain firmly connected to him. ñI am the vine 
and you are the branches.ò 
 
Being a Christian, then, is not a do-it-yourself 
project because apart from Christ we can do 
nothing. How do we get and stay connected to 
Christ so that he bears fruit in us? Prayer is a 
great start since the very purpose of prayer is to 
be in touch with God. But private prayers will get 
us only so far. We need to seek out companions 
(which literally means those with whom we break 
bread) with whom we can give thanks and praise 
to God. Together we can pray for a continuing 
conversion to the Way of Christ.  
 
How wonderful it is that Christ is so eager to be 
connected to us that he tells us how we can stay 
connected to Him: Remain in me so I may remain 
in you. If you remain in me and my words remain 
in you ask for whatever you want and it will be 
done for you. For whoever remains in me and I  
in him will bear much fruit. 
 

Here’s a short list of thing we can ask for that we 
can be absolutely sure will be done for us: 
 

A faith that expresses itself in good works 
A greater awareness of God’s love for us 

A greater ability to love others as God loves us 
More serenity to accept things we can’t change 

More courage to change things we can 
More wisdom to tell the difference 

Self-discipline to stop habits that are hurting us 
More self discipline to forge new healthy habits 

A burning desire to be a more intentional

REJOICE AND BE GLAD! 
 
“Holiness is the most attractive face of the Church,” 
Pope Francis declares in a new apostolic letter. In it, 
he reminds Christians, “The Lord asks everything of 
us, and in return he offers us true life, the happiness 
for which we were created. He wants us to be saints 
and not to settle for a bland and mediocre existence.” 
 
 
In this new exhortation, Francis emphasized that the 
following of Christ—the path to holiness—is “a way of 
life,” not an intellectual exercise. This has been the 
consistent theme and spiritual underpinning of his 
entire Petrine ministry. As priest, bishop and now 
pope, he has always sought “to live the Gospel” as 
Jesus asked. From the first day of his pontificate he 
has emphasized action over theological discussion; 
he has insisted that Jesus calls us “to live” the Gospel, 
by putting into practice in daily life the beatitudes and 
the words of Jesus in the chapter 25 of Matthew that 
refer to feeding the hungry, welcoming the stranger. 
 
 
Francis writes, “Jesus explained with great simplicity 
what it means to be holy when he gave us the 
beatitudes,” which are “the Christian’s identity card.” 
He asserts that “If anyone asks: what must one do to 
be a good Christian?” then “the answer is clear. We 
have to do, each in our own way, what Jesus told us 
in the Sermon on the Mount.” 
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
